Background

Global Warming is one of the most difficult challenges that the Scientific and political Community is confronting with. The phenomena gave place to a high complex international negotiation process, with multiple dimensions to be addressed, conflict of interests, important socio-economic and political consequences of many proposed actions and in a global framework where uncertainty is a key issue.

The look for an answer to the global problem that, at the same time, converge with sustainable development at national level, demand the definition of a political agenda where the priority of Climate Change should be clearly identified and the design and implementation of adequate policies and strategies is an increasing demand.

The Second National Communication

The primary objective of this project is to support enabling activities for the preparation of the Second National Communication of the Argentine Republic to the Conference of the Parties to the UN Framework Convention on Climate Change (UNFCCC). This Communication will enable the Government of Argentina (GOA) to satisfy requirements under Art.12.1 of the UNFCCC, in accordance with decisions 10/CP.2, 11/CP.2 and 8/CP.5, and following the new guidelines for the preparation of National Communications accorded in CP.8. The Government of Argentina submitted its First National Communication in 1997 and a revised version in 1999.

This project will complement ongoing activities undertaken by the Government of Argentina to implement the UNFCCC requirements and consists of five major components. First, studies will be carried out to update and improve national inventories of greenhouse gases (GHG). Second, the project will assess the vulnerability of various ecosystems to climate change and will formulate possible adaptation strategies. Third, the project will contribute to the formulation of a National Mitigation Program, which will include measures to reduce national emissions of GHG. Fourth, activities will be conducted around the country to promote capacity building and public awareness. Finally, the fifth component of the project will assist in the drafting of the Second National Communication to the UNFCCC.

The global environmental objective of this project is to contribute to the development of country policies that will be a part of global efforts to mitigate and adapt to climate change. This objective will be achieved by financing incremental activities aimed at assessing the vulnerability of Argentine ecosystems to climate change and contributing to the development of a national mitigation plan aimed at reducing current levels of GHG emissions.
Workshop Objectives

The inauguration workshop, recognize as objectives to inform to the interested community the components of the project, the activities to be developed, the mechanisms to develop such activities and the expected results.

It is a wish of the National Authorities and the implementing entity to obtain a broad participation of public organisms, technical and scientific community, academia and private sector during the whole execution period. A key objective is to assure the implementation of the project in a transparent way and to arrive to valuable results.
